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TASO Referee,
 
I wanted to clarify the process and answer several questions that have been asked in regarding scrimmages.  This is not a new policy as it has been in effect for several years.  Below is the process when working a scrimmage and some FAQ’s in regard to payment.
 
The other confusion seems to be what the payment is for working a scrimmage.  Below is the process:
 

· If assigned to a scrimmage game the Referee will typically be sent as a one-man crew. 

· Scrimmages are for a 3 hour time block (additional hours are paid by the hour rounded up). 

· Referees should go to the TASO website, print and bring with them two copies of the Scrimmage Form. 

· Referee will submit to the coach two copies of the completed Scrimmage Form to be signed.  

· The Referee then mails one copy to the TASO P.O. Box, and keeps the other copy for their files. 

· TASO then invoices the school for payment based on the submitted form.
· Upon receipt of the payment from the school, TASO creates a check for the Referee. 

 
FAQ’s for Scrimmage Payment:
 
What is the Referee Paid?
Schools pay the chapter $50 for the first 3 hours of a scrimmage and $25 for each additional hour.  The referee will receive 50% of the total fee.
 
Who sets the pay scale for scrimmages?
These fees for scrimmages are set by UIL in section 1204 of the UIL constitution and bylaws.
 
Does the Referee receive travel?
No
 
How much is the referee paid?
They are paid 50% of the total invoiced to the school after submitting the scrimmage payment form and the payment is  received by TASO
 
Why is the pay for scrimmages so little?
We are the only chapter that actually pays the referee anything for scrimmages.  The concept in high school is that this is the mechanism for the chapters to have an operation account to support assessments, training and other needed chapter expenses.  Currently the local chapter only retains $5 per Registration for local operations.  Due to our size and choosing to help cover referee expenses, we actually allow the referee to receive 50% of the fee we collect.
 
Are scrimmages mandatory?
No. They are currently voluntary just as all games you are assigned.  This is simply the way referees give back to their chapter.
